The IP required potential external spark sources identified to be managed by appropriate controls or 
equipment modifications. Items identified during the assessment have: 1) the corrective action 
completed; 2) been disconnected or had power locked out; or 3) had the operation involving the 
component halted until modifications are completed. 

The U.S. Department of Energy, Richland Operations Office has completed the actions identified under 
this milestone and proposes closure of this commitment.
