This 
commitment required the selection of a treatment process h r  the containerized 
K-West Basin sludge. Selection of the treatment process w;is comple1c:d on 
November 15,2004. 

The selected treatment process will oxidize any metallic ima nium in thii: sludge prior 
to grouting the sludge into a final waste form. The resultani waste will1 provide for 
safer interim storage of the sludge waste until an off-site disposal faci Ii ty is available 
to accept these wastes.
